Principles of the Washlands Enhancement Project

The Washlands is an extensive and unique piece of
natural land that follows the river through to the heart
of Burton upon Trent and is the first in this exciting line
of developments to regenerate the town.

The enhancement project will improve the balance
of the regular flooding of the area with the need for
public access and recreation, whilst promoting nature
conservation and a more environmentally sustainable
approach to green space management.

Visitors can expect a welcoming environment, which is
healthy, safe and secure, for family and friends to enjoy
recreational time together.

The wetland area will be a wildlife haven where nature
can thrive, featuring wildflowers, swales and ponds,
marginal and aquatic planting.

Enhancements include a flagship play area using
natural play principles timber equipment, in keeping
with Burton upon Trent’s status as the capital of the
National Forest.

The Washlands Enhancements are currently underway.
